Centro’s Mexico service operates each weekday
between Oswego, Mexico and Fulton. It connects in
Oswego and Fulton with the local routes and also
service to Syracuse. Most trips continue in Fulton to
Fulton Commons-Cayuga Community College and
to WalMart.

TRANSFERRING BETWEEN
TWO BUS ROUTES

As you board the first bus and pay your fare, just
ask the driver for a transfer card. When boarding
the second bus, just give the transfer coupon to the
driver, and the amount of fare which you paid when
boarding the first bus will be credited toward your
second fare.

Tranfers may be made in Oswego and Fulton to
local routes and to service to Syracuse.

FARES AND PASSES

Bus Fares

Exact fare is required. Please see the Fare Chart
for the specific fare for your destination. Ten trip
tickets can be purchased from the driver upon
boarding the bus. Dollar bills are accepted for your
convenience.

Fare Structure:

+ Adults - 10 to 64 years
Seniors age 65+ and Persons with Disabilities.
The driver must be shown either a Centro ID or
a combination of a Medicare card and photo ID.
Child - 6 to 9 years
Child Free - under 6 years and accompanied
by an adult.

HOLIDAY SERVICE

Centro’s operation is closed on New
Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July,
Labor Day, Thanksgiving, and Christmas.

Note 1 In Fulton this trip operates: Broadway, left on S. 4th St., right on Division St., right on
Route 481, left on Broadway to Fulton Commons (CCC).

Note 2 In Fulton this trip operates from Fulton Commons (CCC) to W. 11th, right on Hannibal St.,
right on W. 1st, to Price Chopper, right on W. 1st St., left on Broadway, left on S. 1st St. to
Towpath Towers.

Note 3 In Fulton this trip operates direct from Towpath Towers to Fulton Commons (CCC) &
Wal*Mart via Broadway.

Note 4 In Fulton this trip operates direct from Wal*Mart to Fulton Commons (CCC) & Towpath
Towers via Broadway.

Note 5 This trip operates from Fulton Commons (CCC) to W. 11th St, right on Hannibal St., right
on W. 4th St. to Price Chopper, continues Oneida St., right on Route 481, right on
Broadway, right on S. 1st St. to Towpath Towers.

Note 6 In Oswego, this trip does not operate on Bridge St. between West 7th and 1st Avenues.

Note 7

In Oswego, this trip does not operate on Bridge St. between West 3rd and 5th Avenues.

It travels Bridge St. to West 3rd, to W. Utica, to Sunrise Terrace to 5th Avenue.

All Centro vehicles are equipped to accommodate
mobility devices classified as a "common wheelchair"
according to regulations set forth in the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA). Centro buses are
equipped with mobility lifts or mobility ramps to assist
passengers in boarding the vehicle.
